Q Do not use prewash for lightly to nor-
mally soiled washing.

Q Dose detergent, load amount of laun-
dry and adjust water hardness accor-
ding to the degree of soiling. Comply
with dosing recommmendation and ma-
nufacturer’s instructions.

Q If washing is then to be dried in the
tumble dryer, select spin speed in ac-
cordance with the instructions sup-
plied by the dryer manufacturer.

General safety instructions

Your washing machine is intended for
— use in the household only,

— washing machine-washable textiles in
water,

— operation with cold drinking water and
commercially available detergents and
cleaning products which are suitable
for use in washing machines.

Do not leave children unsupervised near
the washing machine.

Keep pets away from the washing
machine.

Do not insert/pull out the mains plug with
wet hands.

Caution when draining hot water.

Removing stains

Remove/pretreat stains as soon as
possible after they have occurred.

First dab with a soapy solution.
Do not rub.

Then select the appropriate programme
and wash the item.

Stubborn/dried in stains can sometimes
only be removed by washing several
times.

Detection and control
systems

Load sensor

When the door is open, the load sensor
indicates the amount of loaded laundry
as a %, depending on the selected
programme. To ensure that the load
sensor measures all the laundry, the drum
must be empty before the washing
machine is switched on.

We recommend that you stop loading the
drum when the load sensor indicates
100%.

Dosing recommendation

The dosing recommendation indicates
arecommended detergent dosage as
a %, depending on the selected
programme and the detected load.
The indicated % refers to the
recommendation of the detergent
manufacturer. Note degree of soiling.

Aqua-Sensor

The Aqua sensor checks the degree of
clarity of the rinsing water during the rinse
cycle. The duration and the number of
rinse cycles are determined by the clarity
of the water.

Therefore, water and time can be reduced
if lightly soiled laundry is washed with the
corresponding detergent dosage.

Load adjust

”’Load adjust” adjusts the water and
power consumption to each programme
— according to the amount of laundry and
type of textiles.

Therefore, if small amounts of washing are
washed, water and energy consumption
is reduced.

The flow sensor, like an internal water
meter, measures the supplied water flow
rate and doses precisely as much water
as is required by the amount of laundry.

The stepless water level sensor ensures
the correct water level required to wash
your laundry in each programme.

Unbalanced load detection system
The automatic unbalanced load detection
system spins the laundry several times to
ensure even distribution.

If the laundry is very unevenly distributed,
the final speed is reduced or there is no
spin cycle for reasons of safety.

Installation surface

Stability is important to prevent the
washing machine from “wandering”
during the spin cycle.

The installation surface must be solid and
level. Soft floor coverings, e.g. carpets or
floor coverings with a foam backing are
not suitable.

If the washing machine is to be installed
on a wooden floor:

Q If possible, install the washing machine
in a corner.

O Screw a water-resistant wooden board
(min. 30 mm thick) to the floor.

O Secure the washing machine feet with
fixing brackets™.

If the washing machine is to be installed
on a base:

Transportationprotection

— kinked or crushed,

— modified or severed (strength is no lon-
ger guaranteed).

Check the mains water pressure:

— The water pressure should be bet-
ween 1 and 10 bars (when the tap is
turned on, at least 8 litres of water is
discharged per minute).

— Ifthe water pressure is higher, install
a pressure reducing valve.

Water drainage hose

Height difference between the installation

Aligning the washing
machine
Align the washing machine with the aid of

the four height-adjustable feet and a spirit
level:

Q Loosen the lock nut 1 with a spanner.
O Adjust the height by rotating the foot 2.

U Tighten the lock nut 1 against the
housing. Simultaneously hold the foot
in place and do not adjust the height.

All four feet must be firmly on the floor.
The washing machine must not wobble.
The lock nuts of all four appliance feet
must be screwed tightly against the
housing!

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Connecting the power

Warning

Connect the washing machine only to an
alternating current via a correctly installed
earthed socket.

The mains voltage and the voltage speci-
fications on the washing machine (rating
plate) must correspond.

Connected load and the required fuse are
indicated on the rating plate.

Ensure that:

— The mains plug and socket are com-
patible.

— The cable cross-section is adequate.

— The earthing system has been installed
correctly.

The mains cable may be changed (if re-
quired) by an electrician only.

A replacement mains cable can be obtai-
ned from customer service.

Do not use multiple plugs/sockets or ex-
tension cables.

If a residual-current-operated circuit-brea-
ker is used, ensure that it bears the follo-
wing symbol: [ZX].

Only this symbol guarantees compliance
with currently valid regulations.

Do not insert/pull out the mains plug with
wet hands.

Do not pull out the mains plug by tugging
the cable.

Transporting the washing
machine

Before you transport the washing machi-
ne (e.g. when moving house)

— Turn off the tap.

— Reduce the water pressure in the wa-
ter inlet hose (see Page 44).
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— Drain off any residual water (see Pa-
ge 43).

— Disconnect the washing machine from
the power supply.
— Remove the hoses.

— Remove the two lower covers.

Preparing transportation protection
devices

O Pull the bolt out of the bush until the
end of the bolt is flush with the end of
the bush.

Installing transportation protection
devices

U Through the open washing machine
door have a second person pull the
top of the drum forwards and hold in
this position.

Insert the transportation protection de-
vices 1 and 2 and tighten the bolts.
The washer lugs must be located in
the groove in the rear panel of the hou-
sing.

After transporting and correctly installing
and connecting the washing machine and
removing the transportation protection
devices, run the “Drain” additional pro-
gramme before starting the first wash pro-
gramme.



Aqua Stop warranty

In addition to warranty claims made
against the vendor based on the sales
contract and in addition to our appliance
warranty we shall provide compensation
under the following conditions:

1. If damage is caused by water due to
a fault of our Aqua Stop system, we
shall compensate the private user for
the damage.

2. This liability warranty is valid for the
service life of the appliance.

3. A prerequisite for making a claim
under the warranty is that the
appliance has been correctly installed
and connected in accordance with our
instructions, including a correctly
installed and connected Agqua Stop
extension (original accessory). Our
warranty does not apply to defective
supply lines or fittings up to the Aqua
Stop connection on the tap.

4. If your washing machine features Aqua
Stop, you do not need to keep your
eye on the washing machine during
operation or turn the tap off
afterwards. You should only turn the
tap off if you intend being away from
home for a prolonged period, e.g. on
holiday.
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
