Transporting

The appliances are heavy and must
be secured during transportation and
installation.

Because of the weight/dimensions of
the appliance and to minimise the risk
of injuries and damage to the appliance
at least two persons are necessary to
set-up the appliance securely.

Installation location

Install the appliance in a dry, well
ventilated room. The installation
location should neither be exposed to
direct sunlight nor near a heat source,
€. g. a cooker, radiator, etc.

If installation next to a heat source is
unavoidable, use a suitable insulating
plate or observe the following minimum
distances to a heat source:

— 3 cm to electric or gas cookers.
— 30 cm to an oil or solid-fuel cooker.

If installing the appliance next to an-
other refrigerator or freezer, there must
be a minimum gap of 25 mm between
the appliances in order to prevent con-
densation.

If a panel or cupboard is installed above
the appliance, ensure that a gap of

30 mm is left so that the appliance can
be pulled out of the recess if required.

The air heated on the rear side of the
appliance must be allowed to escape
unhindered.

The floor of the installation location
must not give way; if required, reinforce
floor.

To ensure that the doors can open

Ventilation

Never cover the ventilation openings
on the rear of the appliance.

Otherwise the refrigerating unit must
work harder, increasing the power
consumption.

Place the enclosed spacers in the
designated holders on the back of the
appliance. This ensures that there is
a minimum distance between the
appliance and the wall.

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Installing and
connecting
the appliance

¢ Have a technician install and connect
the appliance according to the
enclosed installation instructions.

¢ After installing the appliance, wait at
least 1 hour until the appliance starts
up. During transportation the oil in the
compressor may have flowed into the
refrigeration system.

¢ Before switching on the appliance for
the first time, clean the interior of the
appliance (see chapter “Cleaning”).

¢ Always connect the water before
the power.

e Apart from statutory national
regulations, you should stick to the
connection terms relating to the local
electricity and water companies.

¢ Do not remove the transportation
protection devices from the shelves
and storage compartments until the
appliance has been installed.

Water connection

The water may be connected only

by a competent fitter according to the
local regulations of the appropriate
water supply company.

Connect the appliance to a drinking
water line:

— Minimum pressure: 0.2 MPa (2 bar)

— Maximum pressure: up to 0.8 MPa
(8 bar)

Taste and odour of the water may be
improved by installing the enclosed
water filter. In this case observe the
different connection conditions

(see chapter “Water filter”).

Note

The maximum outside diameter of
the water mains (without connecting
pieces) is 10 mm.

Electrical connection

Do not use extension cables or
distributors. This appliance must be
connected to a permanently installed
socket.

The plug to secure the appliance
must be freely accessible.

Connect the appliance to

a 220-240 V/50 Hz ac current via
a plug which has been properly
installed. The socket must be fused
with a 10 to 16 A fuse or higher.

If the appliance is to be operated in

a non-European country, check on

the rating plate whether the indicated
voltage and current type correspond

to the values of your mains supply.

The rating plate is situated in the
bottom right-hand side of the
appliance. The mains connection cable
may be replaced by an electrician only.

The temperature display indicates for
10 seconds the warmest temperature
which was reached in the freezer
compartment. Then the set
temperature is displayed again.

Do not refreeze food which has started
to thaw or already thawed. It can only
be refrozen when it has been used to
prepare a ready meal (boiled or fried).
No longer store the frozen produce for
the max. storage period.

If the refrigerator compartment has
become too warm, cook warmed
refrigerated food before consumption.

Super cooling

Super cooling cools the refrigerator
compartment as cold as possible for
approx. 6 hours. Then the temperature
set before super mode is automatically
restored.

Super cooling is recommended espe-
cially:

» Before placing large quantities of
food in the refrigerator compartment.

e To cool drinks quickly.

Switch on super cooling

1. Press the “select” button until a
triangle is indicated on the
refrigerator compartment display
panel.

2. Then press the “super/quick ice”
button. “SU” and “super” are
indicated on the display panel.

Switching off super cooling

1. Reselect refrigerator compartment
area.

2. Then press the “super/quick ice”
button. “SU” and “super” goes out
on the display panel.

Super freezing

Food should be frozen solid as quickly
as possible. Vitamins, nutritional va-
lues, appearance and taste are therefo-
re retained.

To prevent an undesirable temperature
rise when placing fresh food in the free-
zer compartment, switch on fast freeze
several hours beforehand.

As arule, 4—6 hours is adequate.
If max. freezing capacity is to be utili-
sed, 24 hours are required.

Smaller quantities of food can be fro-
zen without fast freeze.

Switching on super freezing

1. Press the “select” button until an
arrow is indicated on the freezer
compartment display panel.

Foods suitable for

“cool-fresh” compartment:

In principle all foods which are fresh
and are to remain fresh for even longer,
such as: meat and sausage, fresh fish,
seafood, milk, butter, soft cheese, curd
cheese, vegetables and fruit.

Foods unsuitable for

“cool-fresh” compartment:

Fruit and vegetables sensitive to cold,
e.g. tropical fruit, avocados, papayas,
passion fruit, aubergine, cucumber,
peppers, as well as fruit that has to
ripen, green tomatoes, potatoes and
hard cheese. The ideal storage location
for these foods is the refrigrator
compartment.

When purchasing food,
please note:

The “purchase freshness” is important
for the shelf-life of your food.

In principle, the fresher the produce
when placed in the “cool-fresh”
compartment, the longer it stays fresh.
Therefore, when buying food, always
pay attention to the degree of
freshness.

Usable capacity

Information on the usable capacity can
be found inside your appliance on the
rating plate (see diagram at chapter
“Customer service”).

Note

Ensure that the freezer compartment
door is always closed. If the door is
open, the frozen food will thaw.

The freezer compartment will become
covered in thick ice. Also: Energy will
be lost due to high power
consumption.

When the freezer compartment door is
closed, a low pressure occurs, causing
a sucking noise.

The figures next to the symbols indicate
the permitted storage period of the pro-
duce in months. When purchasing fro-
zen produce, observe the date of ma-
nufacture or sell-by date.

Ice block

If a power failure or malfunction occurs,
the ice blocks can be used to slow
down the thawing process. The longest
storage time is obtained by placing the
ice block directly on the food in the top
compartment.

The ice blocks can also be used to cool
food temporarily, e.g. in a cold bag.

Freezing food

Freeze fresh, undamaged food only.
Keep food which is to be frozen away
from food which is already frozen. To
prevent food from losing its flavour or
drying out, place in airtight containers.

Freezing capacity

Information about the max. freezing ca-
pacity within 24 hours can be found on

the rating plate (see chapter “Customer
service”).

Packing food correctly:
1. Place the food in the wrapping.
2. Press out all the air.
3. Seal the wrapping.

4. Label the wrapping with the
contents and date.

The following products are not
suitable for wrapping food:
Wrapping paper, greaseproof paper,
cellophane, refuse bags and used
shopping bags.

The following products are suitable
for wrapping food:

Plastic film, polyethylene blown film,
aluminium foil and freezer tins.

These products can be purchased
from your dealer.

The following products are suitable
for sealing the wrapped food:
Rubber bands, plastic clips, string,
cold-resistant adhesive tape or similar.
Bags and polyethylene blown film can
be sealed with a film sealer.

Shelf life of frozen food

Storage duration depends on the type
of food. At a temperature setting of
-18°C:

e Fish, sausage, ready meals and
cakes and pastries:
up to 6 months

¢ Cheese, poultry and meat:
up to 8 months

¢ Vegetables and fruit:
up to 12 months



Purchasing and
storing deep-frozen
food

When purchasing frozen food, observe
the following:

e Check that the packaging is not
damaged.

e Check the sell-by date.

¢ The temperature of the supermarket
freezer should be —18 °C or lower.
If not, the shelf life of the frozen food
is reduced.

e Purchase deep-frozen food last.
Wrap food in newspaper or place in
a cool bag and take home.

¢ At home immediately place
deep-frozen food in the freezer
compartment. Consume the frozen
food before the use-by date expires.

Thawing frozen food

Depending on the type and appliacation,
select one of the following options:

At room temperature.

In the refrigerator.

In an electric oven, with/without fan
assisted hot-air.

In a microwave oven.

Note
Do not refreeze food which is beginn-

ing to thaw or which has already thawed.

The food cannot be refrozen until it has
been prepared (boiled or fried).

No longer store the frozen produce for
the max. storage period.

Ice and water dis-
penser

The following can be dispensed
as required:

e cooled water,
e crushed ice,
* |ce cubes.

A Warning

Never reach into the ice cube
dispenser opening! Risk of injury!

Attention!

Do not place bottles or food in the cube
container in order to cool them quickly.
The ice maker may block and be
damaged.

Using the ice and water
dispenser

The ice and water dispenser only works
when the appliance is connected to the
water mains.

When the appliance has been switched
on, it takes approx. 24 hours until the
first batch of ice cubes are ready.

When the appliance has been con-
nected, there are still air bubbles in the
lines.

Run off drinking water and pour away
until water can be dispensed without
bubbles. Pour away the first 5 glasses.

When using the ice maker for the first
time, do not use the first 30-40 ice
cubes for reasons of hygiene.

Operating the ice maker

When the freezer compartment has
reached its freezing temperature, water
flows into the ice maker and freezes
into ice cubes. When the ice cubes

are ready, they are automatically dis-
charged into the ice cube container.

Occasionally the sides of the ice cubes
stick together. When they are conveyed
to the outlet opening, they usually
break away from each other.

When the ice cube container is full,
ice making switches off automatically.

The ice maker can make
approx. 140 ice cubes within 24 hours.

When ice cubes are being made, the
buzzing water valve, the water flowing
into the ice cube tray and the falling ice
cubes can be heard.

Observing drinking water
quality

All materials used in the drinks dispens-
er are odourless and tasteless.

If the water has an aftertaste, this may
be caused by:

— Mineral and chlorine content of the
drinking water.

— Material of the domestic water line
or connection line.

— Freshness of the drinking water.
If water has not been dispensed for
along time, the water may have
a “stale” taste. In this case dispense
approx. 15 glasses of water and
pour away.

Taste and odour of the water may be
improved by installing the enclosed
water filter in the water supply.

The enclosed water filter will filter only
particles out of the supply water,
not bacteria or microbes.

Disconnecting the
