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1 Safety

Observe the following safety instructions.

1.1 General information

® Read this instruction manual carefully.

m Keep the instruction manual and the product
information safe for future reference or for
the next owner.

= Do not connect the appliance if it has been
damaged in transit.

1.2 Intended use

This appliance is designed only to be built into
kitchen units. Read the special installation in-
structions.

Only a licensed professional may connect ap-
pliances without plugs. Damage caused by in-
correct connection is not covered under the
warranty.

The appliance can only be used safely if it is
correctly installed according to the safety in-
structions. The installer is responsible for en-
suring that the appliance works perfectly at its
installation location.

Only use this appliance:

m To prepare meals and drinks.

® For household use and similar applications,
such as: In kitchens for employees in shops,
offices and other commercial sectors; in ag-
riculture; by customers in hotels and other
residential facilities; in bed and breakfasts.

= Up to an altitude of 4000 m above sea level.

This appliance complies with the standards EN
55011 and CISPR 11. It is a group 2, class B
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product. Group 2 means that microwaves are
produced for the purpose of heating food.
Class B means that the appliance is suitable
for private households.

1.3 Restriction on user group

This appliance may be used by children aged
8 or over and by people who have reduced
physical, sensory or mental abilities or inad-
equate experience and/or knowledge,
provided that they are supervised or have
been instructed on how to use the appliance
safely and have understood the resulting
dangers.

Do not let children play with the appliance.
Children must not perform cleaning or user
maintenance unless they are at least 15 years
old and are being supervised.

Keep children under the age of 8 years away
from the appliance and power cable.

1.4 Safe use

/N WARNING - Risk of fire!

Combustible objects that are left in the cook-

ing compartment may catch fire.

» Never store combustible objects in the cook-
ing compartment.

» |f smoke is emitted, the appliance must be
switched off or the plug must be pulled out
and the door must be held closed in order to
stifle any flames.



Loose food remnants, fat and meat juices may

catch fire.

» Before using the appliance, remove the
worst of the food residues and remnants
from the cooking compartment, heating ele-
ments and accessories.

Opening the appliance door creates a draught.

Greaseproof paper may come into contact with

the heating element and catch fire.

» Never place greaseproof paper loosely over
accessories when preheating the appliance
and while cooking.

» Always cut greaseproof paper to size and
use a plate or baking tin to hold it down.

Overheating of the appliance may cause a fire.

If the appliance is installed behind a decorative

door or unit door, this will result in a build-up

of heat during operation with the decorative
door or unit door closed.

» Only operate the appliance when the decor-
ative door or unit door is open.

/N WARNING - Risk of burns!

The appliance and its parts that can be

touched become hot during use.

» Caution should be exercised here in order to
avoid touching heating elements.

» Young children under 8 years of age must
be kept away from the appliance.

Accessories and cookware get very hot.

» Always use oven gloves to remove ac-
cessories or cookware from the cooking
compartment.

When the cooking compartment is hot, any al-

coholic vapours inside may catch fire. The ap-

pliance door may spring open. Hot steam and
jets of flame may escape.

» Only use small quantities of drinks with a
high alcohol content in food.

» Do not heat spirits (= 15% vol.) when undi-
luted (e.g. for marinating or pouring over
food).

» Open the appliance door carefully.

/N WARNING - Risk of scalding!

The accessible parts of the appliance become
hot during operation.

» Never touch these hot parts.

» Keep children at a safe distance.

Hot steam may escape when you open the ap-
pliance door. Steam may not be visible, de-
pending on the temperature.

» Open the appliance door carefully.

» Keep children at a safe distance.
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If there is water in the cooking compartment

when it is hot, this may create hot steam.

» Never pour water into the cooking compart-
ment when the cooking compartment is hot.

&\ WARNING - Risk of injury!

Scratched glass in the appliance door may de-

velop into a crack.

» Do not use any harsh or abrasive cleaners
or sharp metal scrapers to clean the glass
on the appliance door, as they may scratch
the surface.

The hinges on the appliance door move when

the door is opened and closed, which could

trap your fingers.

» Keep your hands away from the hinges.

Components inside the appliance door may

have sharp edges.

» Wear protective gloves.

Cracks, splinters or breaks in the glass

turntable are dangerous.

» Never allow hard objects to strike the
turntable.

» Handle the turntable with care.

Alcoholic vapours may catch fire in the hot

cooking compartment, and the appliance door

may spring open and may fall off. The door
panels may shatter and fragment.

» Repairs to the appliance should only be car-
ried out by trained specialist staff.

» Only use genuine spare parts when repairing
the appliance.

» If the power cord of this appliance is dam-
aged, it must be replaced by the manufac-
turer, the manufacturer's Customer Service
or a similarly qualified person in order to pre-
vent any risk.

If the insulation of the power cord is damaged,

this is dangerous.

» Never let the power cord come into contact
with hot appliance parts or heat sources.

CAREFULLY READ THE IMPORTANT SAFETY

/N WARNING - Risk of fire!

Using the appliance for anything other than its

intended purpose is dangerous and may

cause damage. For example, heated slippers
and pillows filled with grain or cereal may
catch fire, even several hours later.

» Never dry food or clothing with the appli-
ance.

» Never heat up slippers, pillows filled with
grain or cereal, sponges, damp cleaning
cloths or similar with the appliance.

» The appliance must only be used to prepare
food and drink.

Food and its packaging and containers may

catch fire.

» Never heat food in heat-retaining packaging.

» Do not leave food unattended while it is
heating in containers made of plastic, paper
or other combustible materials.

» Never set the microwave power too high or
the cooking time too long. Follow the instruc-
tions provided in this user manual.

» Never use the microwave to dry food.

» Never defrost or heat food with a low water
content, such as bread, at too high a mi-
crowave power or for too long.

Cooking oil may catch fire.

» Never use the microwave to heat cooking oil
on its own.

Objects and utensils that are left in the mi-

crowave oven may catch fire.

» Before using the appliance, make sure that
there are no objects or utensils in the cook-
ing compartment that are not suitable for
use in a microwave oven.

» Do not use the cooking compartment to
store combustible objects, cooking utensils,
food or similar when the microwave oven is
not in use.

A\ WARNING - Risk of explosion!

Liquids and other food may easily explode

when in containers that have been tightly

sealed.

» Never heat liquids or other food in contain-
ers that have been tightly sealed.

/N WARNING - Risk of burns!

Foods with peel or skin may burst or explode

during heating, or even afterwards.

» Never cook eggs in their shell or heat hard-
boiled eggs in their shell.

» Never cook shellfish or crustaceans.

» Always prick the yolk of eggs before mi-
crowaving.

» The skin of foods that have a peel or skin,
such as apples, tomatoes, potatoes and
sausages, may burst. Before heating, prick
the peel or skin.

Heat is not distributed evenly through baby

food.

» Never heat baby food in closed containers.

» Always remove the lid or teat.

» Stir or shake well after heating.

» Check the temperature before giving the
food or drink to a child.

Heated food gives off heat. The cookware may

become hot.

» Always use oven gloves to remove cook-
ware or accessories from the cooking com-
partment.



Airtight packaging may burst when food is

heated.

» Always follow the instructions on the pack-
aging.

» Always use oven gloves to remove the
dishes from the cooking compartment.

The accessible parts of the appliance become
hot during operation.
» Never touch these hot parts.
» Keep children at a safe distance.
Using the appliance for anything other than its
intended purpose is dangerous. This is be-
cause, for instance, overheated slippers, pil-
lows filled with grain or cereal, sponges and
damp cleaning cloths, etc., may cause burns
to the skin.

» Never dry food or clothing with the appli-
ance.

» Never heat up slippers, pillows filled with
grain or cereal, sponges, damp cleaning
cloths or similar with the appliance.

» The appliance must only be used to prepare
food and drink.

/N WARNING - Risk of scalding!

There is a possibility of delayed boiling when a

liquid is heated. This means that the liquid

reaches the boiling temperature without the

usual steam bubbles rising to the surface. Ex-

ercise caution even when only gently shaking

the container. The hot liquid may suddenly boil

over and splatter.

» Always place a spoon in the container when
heating liquids. This prevents delayed boil-

ing.

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&\ WARNING - Risk of injury!

Unsuitable cookware may crack. Porcelain or

ceramic cookware can have small perforations

in the handles and lid. These perforations con-

ceal a cavity below. If moisture penetrates this

cavity, it could cause the cookware to crack.

» Only use microwave-safe cookware.

Cookware and containers made from metal or

cookware with metal edging may lead to

sparks being formed during simple microwave

operation. The appliance is damaged.

» Never use metal containers during mi-
crowave-only operation.

» Only use microwave-safe cookware or use
the microwave in combination with a type of
heating.

/\ WARNING - Risk of electric shock!
The appliance uses a high voltage.
» Never remove the casing.

/\ WARNING - Risk of serious harm to

health!

Inadequate cleaning may destroy the surface

of the appliance, reduce its service life, and

lead to dangerous situations, such as escap-
iNg microwave energy.

» Clean the appliance on a regular basis, and
remove any food residue immediately.

» Always keep the cooking compartment, door
seal, door and hinge clean.

Never operate the appliance if the cooking

compartment door or the door seal is dam-

aged. Microwave energy may escape.

» Never use the appliance if the cooking com-
partment door, the door seal or the plastic
door frame is damaged.

» Any repair work must only be carried out by
customer service.

Microwave energy will escape from appliances

that do not have any casing.

» Never remove the casing.

» For any maintenance or repair work, contact
the customer service.

2 Preventing material damage

2.1 General

ATTENTION

Alcoholic vapours may catch fire in the hot cooking
compartment and cause permanent damage to the ap-
pliance. The appliance door may spring open due to an
explosion and it may fall off. The door panels may shat-

ter and fragment. Due to the resulting negative pres-

sure, the cooking compartment may become consider-

ably deformed inwards.

» Do not heat spirits (= 15% vol.) when undiluted (e.g.
for marinating or pouring over food).
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When the cooking compartment is hot, any water inside
it will create steam. The change in temperature may
cause damage.

» Never pour water into the cooking compartment when
it is still hot.

The prolonged presence of moisture in the cooking

compartment leads to corrosion.

» Always wipe away the condensation after cooking. Al-
ways allow the cooking compartment to cool down
with the door closed after cooking at high temperat-
ures.

» Do not keep moist food in the cooking compartment
for a long time with the door closed.

» Do not store food in the cooking compartment.

» Take care not to trap anything in the appliance door.

If the seal is very dirty, the appliance door will no longer

close properly during operation. This may damage the

front of adjacent kitchen units.

» Keep the seal clean at all times.

» Never operate the appliance if the seal is damaged or
missing.

Sitting or placing objects on the appliance door may

damage it.

» Do not place, hang or support objects on the appli-
ance door.

With certain models, accessories may scratch the door

pane when closing the appliance door.

» Always push accessories fully into the cooking com-
partment.

2.2 Microwave
Follow these instructions when using the microwave.

ATTENTION

Metal touching the wall of the cooking compartment will

cause sparks, which may damage the appliance or the

inner door pane.

» Metal (e.g. a spoon in a glass) must be kept at least
2 cm from the cooking compartment walls and the in-
side of the door.

Placing aluminium containers in the appliance may

cause sparks, which will damage the appliance.

» Do not use aluminium containers in the appliance.

Operating the appliance without food in the cooking

compartment may lead to overloading.

» Do not switch on the microwave unless there is food
inside. The only exception to this rule is when per-
forming a short cookware test.

==
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If you prepare several bags of microwave popcorn in

immediate succession at a microwave power level that

is too high, the cooking compartment may be damaged.

» Leave the appliance to cool down for several minutes
between each use.

» Never set a microwave power level that is too high.

» Use a maximum microwave output of 600 watts.

» Always place the popcorn bag on a glass plate.

The microwave feed is damaged by the removal of the

cover.

» Never remove the cover of the microwave feed in the
cooking compartment.

Liquid that penetrates the interior of the appliance may

damage the turntable drive.

» Monitor the cooking process.

» Set a shorter cooking time first and, if necessary, in-
crease the cooking time.

» Never use the appliance without the turntable.

Using unsuitable cookware may result in damage.

» When using the grill, the microwave combi mode or
the hot air, only use tableware that can withstand the
high temperatures.

3 Environmental protection and

3.1 Disposing of packaging

The packaging materials are environmentally compatible
and can be recycled.

» Sort the individual components by type and dispose
of them separately.

3.2 Saving energy

If you follow these instructions, your appliance will use
less power.

Notes

= To save energy, the display is dimmed after 1 minute
in low power mode.

= |f a mode is selected but the appliance is no longer
active, the time is displayed after a few minutes. To
save energy, the display is dimmed one minute later
and the background lighting on the rotary switch
goes out.

saving energy

Only preheat the appliance if the recipe or the recom-

mended settings tell you to do so.

v Not preheating the appliance can reduce the energy
used.

Use dark-coloured, black-coated or enamelled baking

tins.

v These types of baking tin absorb the heat particularly
well.

When cooking multiple dishes, do so in succession or in

parallel.

v The cooking compartment is heated after cooking the
first dish. This reduces the cooking time for the follow-
ing dishes.

If the cooking time is relatively long, you can switch the

appliance off 10 minutes before the cooking time ends.

v There will be enough residual heat to finish cooking
the dish.

Allow frozen food to defrost before cooking.



v This saves the energy that would otherwise be re-
quired to defrost it.

Open the appliance door as little as possible during op-

eration.

v This will maintain the temperature in the cooking com-
partment and eliminate the need for the appliance to
reheat.

Heat two cups of liquid at the same time.
v Heating several dishes at the same time requires less
energy than heating dishes one after the other.

Hide the clock in low power mode.
v The appliance saves energy in low power mode.
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Note: In accordance with the EU Ecodesign Directive
2023/826, this appliance is in a different state when
switched off. This is referred to below as low power
mode.

Even when the main function is not active, the appliance
needs energy for:

= Detecting operation of the touch keys

= Monitoring door opening

= Editing the time (without display)

By definition, therefore, there is neither an “off” nor a
“standby” mode, which is why the term low power mode
is used. EN |IEC 60350-1:2023 must be used to meas-
ure low power mode.

4 Familiarising yourself with your appliance

4.1 Controls

You can use the control panel to configure all functions of your appliance and to obtain information about the operat-

ing status.

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4.2 Types of heating

Familiarising yourself with your appliance en

After starting operation, the thermometer on the right
next to the time display shows the heating up progress
of the interior temperature. The thermometer gradually
lights up as the appliance heats up. When the thermo-
meter is fully lit, the appliance has reached the set tem-
perature. When using the grill, the thermometer is fully lit
immediately.

When using the microwave, there is no temperature dis-
play.

Due to thermal inertia, the temperature displayed may
differ slightly from the actual temperature inside the
cooking compartment.

Night mode

To save energy, the control panel brightness is automat-
ically reduced to a lower level between 10 p.m. and
5.59 a.m.

4.3 Cooking compartment

The functions in the cooking compartment make your
appliance easier to use.

Interior lighting

When you open the appliance door, the light in the
cooking compartment switches on. If the appliance door
remains open for longer than 15 minutes, the light
switches off again.

In most operating modes, the interior lighting switches
on as soon as operation starts. The interior lighting
switches off again when operation stops.

You can specify whether you want the interior lighting to
switch on during operation in the basic settings.

Cooling fan

The cooling fan switches on and off as required. The hot
air escapes through the ventilation slots above the appli-
ance door.

ATTENTION

Covering the ventilation slots will cause the appliance to
overheat.

» Do not cover the ventilation slots.

To cool the cooking compartment more quickly after op-
eration, the cooling fan continues to run for a certain
period afterwards. If the appliance is running in mi-
crowave operation, the appliance remains cool, but the
cooling fan still switches on. The cooling fan may con-
tinue to run even when microwave operation has ended.

Condensation

Condensation can occur in the cooking compartment
and on the appliance door when cooking. Condensation
is normal and does not adversely affect appliance oper-
ation. Wipe away the condensation after cooking.
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4.4 Appliance door

If you open the appliance door during operation, opera-
tion stops. If the appliance door is closed, you can con-
tinue operation with D>/0.

5 Accessories

Use original accessories. These have been made espe-
cially for your appliance.

The accessories supplied may differ depending on the
appliance model.

Configuring rapid heating

cessory with the food in the cooking compartment until
rapid heating has finished.

Roasting in cookware

This allows the food to be grilled to brown evenly and
remain succulent and juicy.

= Place the food to be grilled directly on the wire rack.

= Use grill tongs to turn the grilled items.
If you pierce the meat with a fork, the juices will run
out and it will become dry.

= Do not add salt until after the meat has been grilled.
Salt draws water from the meat.

Note: Dark meat, such as beef, browns more quickly
than lighter-coloured meat, such as veal or pork. When
grilling light-coloured meat or fish, these often only
brown slightly on the surface, although they are cooked
and juicy on the inside.

The grill element switches on and off continuously. This
is normal. The frequency of this depends on the grill
level that is set.

Smoke may be produced when grilling.
