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1 Safety

Observe the following safety instructions.

1.1 General information

®» Read this instruction manual carefully.

m Keep the instruction manual and the
product information safe for future refer-
ence or for the next owner.

= Do not connect the appliance if it has been
damaged in transit.

1.2 Intended use

This appliance is designed only to be built

into kitchen units. Read the special installation

instructions.

Only a licensed professional may connect ap-

pliances without plugs. Damage caused by in-

correct connection is not covered under the

warranty.

Only use this appliance:

m To prepare meals and drinks.

® |n private households and in enclosed
spaces in a domestic environment.

m Up to an altitude of 4000 m above sea
level.

Do not use the appliance:
= with an external timer or a remote control.

1.3 Restriction on user group

This appliance may be used by children aged
8 or over and by people who have reduced
physical, sensory or mental abilities or inad-
equate experience and/or knowledge,
provided that they are supervised or have
been instructed on how to use the appliance
safely and have understood the resulting
dangers.

Do not let children play with the appliance.
Children must not perform cleaning or user
maintenance unless they are at least 15 years
old and are being supervised.

Keep children under the age of 8 years away
from the appliance and power cable.

1.4 Safe use

Always place accessories in the cooking com-
partment the right way round.
— "Accessories”, Page 9



/A WARNING - Risk of fire!

Combustible objects that are left in the cook-

ing compartment may catch fire.

» Never store combustible objects in the
cooking compartment.

» If smoke is emitted, the appliance must be
switched off or the plug must be pulled out
and the door must be held closed in order
to stifle any flames.

Loose food remnants, fat and meat juices

may catch fire.

» Before using the appliance, remove the
worst of the food residues and remnants
from the cooking compartment, heating ele-
ments and accessories.

Opening the appliance door creates a

draught. Greaseproof paper may come into

contact with the heating element and catch
fire.

» Never place greaseproof paper loosely
over accessories when preheating the ap-
pliance and while cooking.

» Always cut greaseproof paper to size and
use a plate or baking tin to hold it down.

/A\ WARNING - Risk of burns!

The appliance and its parts that can be

touched become hot during use.

» Caution should be exercised here in order
to avoid touching heating elements.

» Young children under 8 years of age must
be kept away from the appliance.

Accessories and cookware get very hot.

» Always use oven gloves to remove ac-
cessories or cookware from the cooking
compartment.

When the cooking compartment is hot, any al-

coholic vapours inside may catch fire. The ap-

pliance door may spring open. Hot steam and
jets of flame may escape.

» Only use small quantities of drinks with a
high alcohol content in food.

» Do not heat spirits (= 15% vol.) when undi-
luted (e.g. for marinating or pouring over
food).

» Open the appliance door carefully.

/A WARNING - Risk of scalding!

The accessible parts of the appliance become
hot during operation.

» Never touch these hot parts.

» Keep children at a safe distance.
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Hot steam may escape when you open the

appliance door. Steam may not be visible, de-

pending on the temperature.

» Open the appliance door carefully.

» Keep children at a safe distance.

If there is water in the cooking compartment

when it is hot, this may create hot steam.

» Never pour water into the cooking compart-
ment when the cooking compartment is
hot.

A\ WARNING - Risk of injury!

Scratched glass in the appliance door may

develop into a crack.

» Do not use any harsh or abrasive cleaners
or sharp metal scrapers to clean the glass
on the oven door, as they may scratch the
surface.

The appliance and its parts that can be

touched may have sharp edges.

» Take care when handling and cleaning
them.

» If possible, wear protective gloves.

The hinges on the appliance door move when

the door is opened and closed, which could

trap your fingers.

» Keep your hands away from the hinges.

Components inside the appliance door may

have sharp edges.

» Wear protective gloves.

1.5 Halogen bulb

/A WARNING - Risk of burns!

The bulbs in the cooking compartment get
very hot. There is still a risk of burning for
some time after they have been switched off.
» Do not touch the glass cover.

» Avoid contact with your skin when cleaning.

/A WARNING - Risk of electric shock!
When changing the bulb, the bulb socket con-
tacts are live.

» Before replacing the bulb, ensure that the
appliance is switched off in order to pre-
vent a potential electric shock.

» Also unplug the appliance from the mains
or switch off the fuse in the fuse box.

1.6 Steam assistance

Follow these instructions when using steam
assistance.

/A WARNING - Risk of burns!

While the appliance is in operation, the water

bowl reaches high temperatures.

» Never remove the water bowl while the ap-
pliance is in operation.

» Only remove the water bowl once it has
cooled down.

/A WARNING - Risk of fire!

Due to the hot surfaces, vapours from flam-

mable liquids may catch fire in the cooking

compartment and cause an explosion. The

appliance door may spring open. Hot steam

and jets of flame may escape.

» Do not fill the water bowl with any flam-
mable fluids, e.g. alcoholic drinks.

» Fill the water bowl with water only.
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2 Preventing material damage

2.1 General

ATTENTION!

Alcoholic vapours may catch fire in the hot cooking

compartment and cause permanent damage to the ap-

pliance. The appliance door may spring open due to
an explosion and it may fall off. The door panels may
shatter and fragment. Due to the resulting negative
pressure, the cooking compartment may become con-
siderably deformed inwards.

» Do not heat spirits (= 15% vol.) when undiluted (e.g.
for marinating or pouring over food).

If there is water on the cooking compartment floor

when operating the appliance at temperatures above

120 °C, this will damage the enamel.

» Do not use the appliance if there is water on the
cooking compartment floor.

» Wipe away any water on the cooking compartment
floor before operation.

Objects on the cooking compartment floor at over

50 °C will cause heat to build up. The baking and

roasting times will no longer be correct and the enamel

will be damaged.

» Do not place any accessories, greaseproof paper or
foil of any kind on the cooking compartment floor.

» At cooking temperatures above 50 °C, do not place
any cookware on the cooking compartment floor.
The exception is the water bowl for using the steam
assistant.

When the cooking compartment is hot, any water in-

side it will create steam. The change in temperature

may cause damage.

» Never pour water into the cooking compartment
when it is still hot.

» Never place reservoirs containing water on the
cooking compartment floor. The exception is the wa-
ter bowl for using added steam.

The prolonged presence of moisture in the cooking

compartment leads to corrosion.

» Allow the cooking compartment to dry after use.

» Do not keep moist food in the cooking compartment
for a long time with the door closed.

Do not store food in the cooking compartment.
Take care not to trap anything in the appliance
door.

Fruit juice dripping from the baking tray leaves stains

that cannot be removed.

» When baking very juicy fruit flans, do not pack too
much on the baking tray.

» If possible, use the deeper universal pan.

Using oven cleaner in a hot cooking compartment

damages the enamel.

» Never use oven cleaner in the cooking compartment
when it is still warm.

» Remove all food remnants from the cooking com-
partment and the appliance door before you next
heat up the appliance.

If the seal is very dirty, the appliance door will no

longer close properly during operation. This may dam-

age the front of adjacent kitchen units.

» Keep the seal clean at all times.

» Never operate the appliance if the seal is damaged
or missing.

Sitting or placing objects on the appliance door may

damage it.

» Do not place, hang or support objects on the appli-
ance door.

» Do not place cookware or accessories on the appli-
ance door.

With certain models, accessories may scratch the door

pane when closing the appliance door.

» Always push accessories fully into the cooking com-
partment.

If aluminium foil comes into contact with the door pane,

it could cause permanent discolouration.

» Do not allow aluminium foil in the cooking compart-
ment to come into contact with the door pane.

3 Environmental protection and saving energy

3.1 Disposing of packaging

The packaging materials are environmentally compat-
ible and can be recycled.

» Sort the individual components by type and dispose
of them separately.

3.2 Saving energy

If you follow these instructions, your appliance will use
less power.

Only preheat the appliance if the recipe or the recom-

mended settings tell you to do so.

= Not preheating the appliance can reduce the en-
ergy used by up to 20%.

Use dark-coloured, black-coated or enamelled baking

tins.

m These types of baking tin absorb the heat particu-
larly well.

Open the appliance door as little as possible during

operation.

= This maintains the temperature in the cooking com-
partment and eliminates the need for the appliance
to reheat.

When baking multiple dishes, do so in succession or

in parallel.

m The cooking compartment is heated after baking
the first dish. This reduces the baking time for the
subsequent cakes.
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For longer cooking times, you can switch the appli-

ance off 10 minutes before the cooking time ends.

m There is sufficient residual heat to finish cooking
the dish.

Remove any accessories that are not being used from

the cooking compartment.

m Accessories that are not being used do not need to
be heated.

Allow frozen food to defrost before cooking.
m This saves the energy that would otherwise be re-
quired to defrost it.

Note:

In accordance with the EU Ecodesign Directive
2023/826, this appliance is in a different state when
switched off. This is referred to below as low power
mode.

Even when the main function is not active, the
appliance needs energy for:

= Detecting operation of the touch keys

= Monitoring door opening

= Editing the time (without display)

By definition, therefore, there is neither an “off” nor a
“standby” mode, which is why the term low power
mode is used. EN IEC 60350-1:2023 must be used to
measure low power mode.
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4 Familiarising yourself with your appliance

4.1 Control elements

You can use the control panel to configure all functions
of your appliance and to obtain information about the
operating status.

Note: On certain models, specific details such as col-
our and shape may differ from those pictured.

Function selector
Use the function selector to set the types of
heating and other functions.
You can turn the function selector clockwise or
anti-clockwise from the zero setting o.
Depending on the appliance, the function se-
lector can be pushed in. Press on the function
selector to click it into or out of the zero set-
ting o.

Buttons and display
The buttons are touch-sensitive surfaces. To se-
lect a function, simply press lightly on the relev-
ant field.

4.3 Types of heating and functions

4.2 Buttons and display

4.4 Temperature and setting levels

does not take place there.

Heat-up indicator

The appliance indicates when it is heating up.

When the appliance is heating, the § symbol lights up
on the display. This symbol goes out when heating is
paused.

When you preheat the appliance, the optimal time to
place your food in the cooking compartment is when
the symbol first goes out.

Note: Due to thermal inertia, the temperature displayed
may differ slightly from the actual temperature inside
the cooking compartment.

4.5 Cooking compartment

The functions in the cooking compartment make your
appliance easier to use.

Shelf supports

The shelf supports in the cooking compartment enable
you to place accessories at different heights.

Your appliance has 5 shelf positions. The shelf posi-
tions are numbered from bottom to top.

You can remove the shelf supports, e.g. for cleaning.

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Self-cleaning surfaces

The back wall in the cooking compartment is self-clean-
ing. The self-cleaning surfaces are coated with a por-
ous, matt ceramic layer and have a rough surface.
When the appliance is in operation, the self-cleaning
surfaces absorb splashes from roasting or grilling and
break them down.

If the self-cleaning surfaces no longer clean themselves
adequately during operation, heat up the cooking com-
partment specifically to the right temperature.

Lighting

The oven lamp lights up the cooking compartment.
With most types of heating and functions, the lighting
lights up during operation. The lighting goes off when
operation ends.

The oven light setting % on the function selector can
be used to switch on the light without heating.

The cooling fan also runs in the oven light &) position.

Cooling fan

The cooling fan switches on automatically during oper-
ation. The hot air escapes above the door.
ATTENTION!

Covering the ventilation slots will cause the appliance
to overheat.

» Do not cover the ventilation slots.

To cool down the appliance and remove residual mois-
ture from the cooking compartment, the cooling fan
runs for a certain time after operation.

Appliance door

If you open the appliance door during operation, the
operation continues.

5 Accessories

Use original accessories. These have been made espe-
cially for your appliance.

Note: Accessories may become deformed if they get
hot.

5.1 Locking function

The locking function prevents the accessories from tilt-
ing when they are pulled out.

You can pull out the accessories approximately halfway
without them tipping. The accessories must be inserted
into the cooking compartment correctly for the tilt pro-
tection to work properly.

5.2 Sliding accessories into the cooking
compartment

Always slide the accessory into the cooking compart-

ment the right way round. This is the only way to en-

sure that accessories can be pulled out approximately

halfway without tipping.

Once the appliance has been connected to the mains
or following a power failure, the time flashes on the dis-
play. The time starts at "12:00". Set the current time.

6.2 Cleaning the appliance before using it
for the first time
Before using the appliance to cook food for the first

time, you must clean the cooking compartment and ac-
cessories.

1. Remove the product information and the accessor-
ies from the cooking compartment. Remove any
leftover packaging, such as polystyrene pellets, and
any adhesive tape that is in or on the appliance.

2. Wipe the smooth surfaces in the cooking compart-
ment with a soft, damp cloth.

3. Set the type of heating and the temperature.

7. Clean the accessories with soapy water and a dish
cloth or soft brush.

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8 Rapid heating

9 Time-setting options
Your appliance has different time-setting options, with

which you can control its operation.

9.1 Overview of the time-setting options

9.2 Setting the timer

The timer runs independently during the operation. You
can set the timer to times of up to 23 hours and 59
minutes, regardless of whether the appliance is on or
off. The timer has its own signal so that you can tell
whether it is the timer or a cooking time that has
elapsed.

Note: The timer and cooking time cannot count down
at the same time. If a cooking time has already been
set, you cannot set the timer.

1. Press the @ button repeatedly until 2 is highlighted
on the display.
2. Use the — or + button to set the timer duration.

The timer duration can be set in 30-second incre-
ments up to 10 minutes. The time increments then
become bigger as the value increases.

elapsed.

3. Press any button to switch off the timer.

Changing the timer

Cancelling the timer

You can cancel the timer duration at any time.

9.3 Setting the cooking time

You can set the cooking time for operation of up to 23

hours 59 minutes.

Requirement: The type of heating and a temperature

or setting have been set.

1. Press the @ button repeatedly until 1=l is highlighted
on the display.

2. Use the — or + button to set the time.

— 10 minutes
+ 30 minutes

The cooking time can be set in one-minute incre-
ments up to one hour, and then in five-minute incre-
ments.

v After a few seconds, the appliance starts heating
and the cooking time counts down.

v When the cooking time has elapsed, a signal
sounds and the duration is at zero on the display.

3. Once the cooking time has elapsed:
— Press any button to end the signal prematurely.
